TERMS OF REFERENCE

ETHICS AND BENEFITS COMMITTEE
Role: 
To devise an ethics policy for approval by the Board, and to monitor its implementation.

To devise and keep under review a fair, equitable and efficient system of assessment of the needs of Polio Survivors. To devise and keep under review clear guidelines for the administration of benefits to alleviate those needs out of the allocated resources of the Group in a manner that is fair, equitable, efficient and transparent, and to monitor the implementation of the guidelines

The Committee shall carry out the directions of the Board in matters it considers relate to ethics and benefits.

The Committee shall furnish a written report to each ordinary Board meeting
Composition of the Committee: 
The Chairperson, and all members of the committee, shall be appointed by the Board of Directors at its discretion from time to time. At least two members of the committee shall be Directors.

Meetings: 
The frequency of meetings shall be at least quarterly. Further meetings may be convened as necessary at the discretion of the Committee. The quorum for a committee meeting shall be two persons or the next whole number over 40% of the Committee membership – whichever is the greater number. The Chairperson of the Committee may vote on any resolution and, in the event of an equality of votes for and against a resolution, shall have a casting vote. The Chairperson of the Committee shall notify the Chairperson of the Board of Directors in advance of the date, time and venue of all committee meetings. The Chairperson of the Board of Directors may attend all meetings of the Committee and take part in its deliberations, but may not vote on resolutions unless he/she is a member of the Committee.

Delegated Authorities: 
The Committee shall have discretion to spend the budget allocated to it by the Board of Directors from time to time to cover the costs of its activities, but not to exceed given limits set by the Board on any single event without specific approval of the Group Chairperson, Treasurer or the Board.
